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Our Values:
2.  Government exists only to do those things that individuals or groups of individuals 
cannot do as efficiently.
3. Government services should be provided at the level closest to the user of that service, 
with that level of government being held accountable to voters.
6. We believe that Ontarians are overtaxed and that our tax system must be simplified, 
reorganized, and taxes reduced.
9.  We believe that all three levels of government in Canada must have unique and 
non-overlapping responsibilities.  

Agriculture Reform is needed for Ontario:
   Ontario is Canada's largest agricultural producer in Confederation. Despite this, the 
evolution of large-scale and even factory farming has meant that many farmers and
their families are finding it ever more difficult to remain on the land.  Two incomes are 
often needed. The reality of farmers dealing with two massive, foreign-owned supply chains 
for farm inputs means there is reduced choice in terms of controlling costs.  Revenues suffer 
due to currency prices, foreign commodity prices and challenges in export markets. 
 Teaching our student farmers only this business model ensures nothing will change.
Government bailouts from provincial and federal governments means overlapping 
administration, more red tape, confusion, and less accountability.

To that end, we propose the following remedies:
1.  Agriculture is one of the ministries we hope to achieve sole custody over after the 
Who Does What Commission has completed its work. 
2. The Agriculture Ministry will develop and implement new models of farming, 
production and marketing, and encourage greater competition in the marketplace at 
all levels within the Agri-Business world. It will stress niche, mixed(general), and family 
farming to provide long-term stability to rural Ontario and its farm families, so they 
have less need to work off the farm to make ends meet and less need to rely on income 
support programmes. 

3. The Reform Party supports a cost analysis of the Nutrient Management Act, Clean Water 
Act, and the Greenbelt Act. As well the Reform party supports a cost analysis of any future 
Carbon cap-and-trade/credit programme. The party would ensure all such legislation is 
affordable for the average farming operation in terms of costs and red-tape.
4. Review/overhaul the Farmer Registration programme to include everything from 
scrapping the programme to the creation of “One Farm Voice”.  Any changes will be put to 
all registered farmers in a binding, province-wide referendum.
5. The creation of an Ontario Constitution, which will include recognition of landowners’ 
rights/responsibilities in Ontario as well as clearly defined responsibilities for municipalities. 
6. Using scientific information and consumer choice to determine  Food Safety issues, and 
not political interference. Exported farm produce must of necessity be inspected by federal 
inspectors, whereas farm produce for purely domestic production should fall under provincial 
inspectors. Produce that is intended for both domestic and foreign markets would be 
inspected by both levels of government.
7. Real Property Tax Reform so producers aren't penalized for adding Value to their products. 
8. The Reform Party supports an adjustment over time on Marketing Board quotas.  
As populations change between provinces new quotas allocations should expand to areas 
where the populations are expanding   New quotas should also not be transferable and in 
the granted in the name of resident citizens only, not corporations. Old quotas should be 
grandfathered and tradeable only for a period of 20 years or less.
9.  The Reform Party supports a more broad-based view of Ontario agriculture which allows 
producers to take advantage of marketing opportunities whether they be local, national, or 
export-driven. Marketing structures need to be overhauled in Ontario to allow this to happen. 
10. Ban on the production or sale of cloned livestock. 
11. We support a tobacco industry shutdown programme.
